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Purpose:  To assure the correct patient is receiving the correct exam, as per the order given by the Primary Care providers.
 Procedure:   Patient Identification.
1. No individual is to be seen as a patient at any VRC locations without a valid picture ID- UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES.
2. The following are considered valid Photo ID per Protocol:

· Government issued driver’s license or state Identification card

· Military identification card

· Government issued passport or residency card

Acceptable, Secondary Photo Identification:
· School ID card with photo

· Employee ID card with photo

· Financial institution ID with photo (bank card)

· Patient’s face sheet to include patients’ demographics and scanned picture

3. Staff will use at least the two patient identifiers, prior to performing exams on patients.

a. Ask patient full name (first name and spell last name)

b. Ask patient to please tell you their date of birth (confirm on order or in RIS)
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
